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DISCOVERY ASSIGNMENT AND MEMORY BOOK

Introduction

In order to enrich your experience in Greece and Italy, you are to complete two very important activities.  These assignments are required as part of your evaluation on this trip.

The first assignment is the Discovery Assignment.  This will require some research and a short presentation with the purpose of helping you become a “mini-expert” about a place, work of art or structure we are going to visit.  In this way, you can also provide the rest of your group members with some intriguing information only you know about!  You will be presenting information about your topic to your teacher-group.
The second assignment is the Memory Book. This book will be a compilation of your reflective writing, your sketches, any memorabilia and photographs of the trip.  A sketchbook will be given to you before we leave and you will share its contents with us during the trip.  The best part of this assignment is that it is something you can return to to reminisce about your once-in-a-lifetime experience.

The Discovery Assignment 

1. You will be assigned topics in your teacher-group meeting during the December meeting.
2. Using the Britannica Online, Grolier Encyclopedia, Grove/Oxford Art Online, and other sources available through the school library website (passwords are in your agendas), research your topic and take notes to ensure you have all the information to present the following to your group:
· Location and historical facts/background (who, what, when, where, how, and why?)

· Significance – why is this place, work of art, or structure important in the history of the city it is in or the civilization or era it is from? (what does it symbolize? What kind of an effect/influence did it have? Why bother visiting it?)

3. Find a minimum of two photos to pass around to your fellow teacher-group members to help them visualize what they are going to see.

4. All presentations will be made at the January 19 meeting and should not exceed 5 minutes.
